These areas were already affected by the flash flood in late June.

Soon after the danger signal was announdedyrder to protect the Undocumented Myanmar Nationals
(UMNSs), IOM @mmunicated with UNOs of Ukhiya and Teknaf, whked IOM and relevant agencies to
inform the UMNSs that thegan move to government designated shelters if they feel it is safer.
Accordingy this was communicated immediately to the Kutupalong Makeshift Settlement (KMS) and
Leda Makeshift Settlement (LMS) community as well as INGO and local NGO networking partners. The
Bangladesh Red Crescent Society (BDRCS) had also conducted preparedriegsnithe areas at

night on 29 July and during 30 July.

In consultation with networking partners, on 31 July IOM initiated a quick assessment of three
geographic locations where the Undocumented Myanmar Nationals (UMNSs) have their main
settlements. Thehree locations were:

- Kutupalong Makeshift Settlement (KMS), Rajapalong Union, Ukhiya Upazila
- Leda Makeshift Settlement (LMS), Hnila Union, Teknaf Upazila
- Shamlapur Settlement (SS), Baharchara Union, Teknaf Upazila

The purpose was to have a first haamad immediate idea about the extent of damage to shelter in these
areas due to cyclone Komen. It was duly noted that due to the incessant rain, the UMN homesteads
were already vulnerable. With less of the daily employment in the informal sector dailyodhe t
continuous rain for a week, the population had less money in their hands for major repair as well.
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Methodology

The concerned agencies divided into three teams and spent time from morning to afternoon in the
settlements. They went block by block iM& and LMS, and in two main concentrations in Shamlapur,
observing and recording the extent of damage. The record was kept in the form of a tabular sheet with
categories of fully damaged, partially damaged and minimum damaged. Records were also kept for
same in the form of photos. The teams also talked to the local community to triangulate the information
documented. The focus was on the extent of damage due to the cyclone Komen and the accompanying
rain.

The Kutupalong team consisted of four members fitbnee agencies ACF, MSF and IOM, who all work
directly with the KMS UMN community. The Leda team consisted of three members from IOM and
partner NGO NGO Forum, who have a direct presence in the LMS UMN community while implementing
the WASH programme. Sinoe other agency is implementing a regular programme yet in Shamlapur
and IOM is about to start a WASH proramme, the quick assessment in SS was conducted by a two
member team of IOM.

Findings

Sincecyclone Komen lost itsitensity during landfall,
there was no major damage to shelter or life in KMS,
LMS and SS. The main damage as in June was due to
the incessant rain for a week in the last week of July,
but not much due to Komen. Between Kutupalong

and Leda, there was merdamage in Leda which is in
Teknaf and which did feel more of the partial brunt of
the storm wind. Big trees had been uprooted in
Teknaf in different places, but none in LMS.

In LMS the total number of shedaccording to household is over 2600 the 06 blocks of the
settlement.Of that the total number of sheds that were severely damaged due to Cyclone Komen and
the accompanying rain is 18 sheds, while 69 others were partially damaged. In addition, the Leda
assessment team calculated the total number of WASH installations thatalso partially damaged.

The LMS UMN community whose sheds were damaged had taken temporary shelter with neighbours
and then began minor repair to at least try to move back to those sheds. They tried minor temporary
repair with existing plastic sheets.

In Shamlapurthe assessment team visited two of the major
concentration of UMN, Notunpara and Puranpara. Tdam

did not observe any shed that was damaged due to cyclone
Komen. Only very few fences have broken down, which the
inhabitants would be repairing themselves. This was
confirmed by the local UMN community as well. It seems that
with the rows of trees prtecting the sea shore (jhaubon) on
one side and the slope of the hills on the other side protects

drive would protect the UMN community from tidal surge

from the sea. They are usually facing hardghip to the incessant rain. The team observed that

although their shelters were not damaged, they live in very temporary fragile sheds anyway.

Conclusion

Cyclone Komen during 2930 July 2015 did not have a severe impact over the UMN community in
Kutupalong, Leda and Shamlapur. Of the damaged sheds, majority of them would need small repair
which usually the community undertakes themselves routinely duthegainy season. The concerned
agencies could consider to provide shelter material to rebuild the 27 fully to severely damaged sheds,
plus some material for the 121 sheds with medium to minor damage. The damaged WASH installations
in KMS would possibly beoked into by both ACF and IOM, while IOM may have to review the repair of
the damaged WASH installations in Leda.
